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Architectural Review Board Report:  
(Michelle Korri)
The following (12) twelve requests were approved by the 
Architectural Review Board (ARB) during the period 
December 17, 2010 to January 27, 2011:
1 to install new garage door; 1 to replace basketball hoop 
with permanent one in same place; 1 to repaint home 
exterior and resurface pool deck with travertine; 1 to 
install hurricane-rated windows; 1 to modify garage door 
opening to standard size and replace with same style and 
color door; 1 to replace all windows and front door with 
hurricane rate ones; 1 to install new tile roof; 1 to install 
putting green; 1 to install dumpster in drive for major 
renovations-about 3 months; 1 to install hurricane-rated 
windows and front entry, garage door, repaint exterior, 
install new outside lantern; 1 to install dumpster in drive 
for one week; and 1 to repaint home exterior in same 
color scheme. There was one conditionally approved 
request by the Architectural Review Board (ARB) during 
the period December 17, 2010 to January 27, 2011: 
Install fencing to hide trash bins-height not to exceed (4) 
feet. There was one disapproved request by the Architec-
tural Review Board for December 17, 2010 to January 
27, 2011: Place plastic tool shed for lawn mower, tools 
and Christmas Decorations in the back southeast corner 
of yard.  The Board approved the ARB’s recommenda-
tion report.  

Storm Water Management:  (Dan Castaldini) 
Presented at the Jan 24 Annual Members Meeting.

Marquis Gate and Road: (Tom Harruff) Presented at 
the Jan 24 Annual Members Meeting.  Highlights:
On Dec 28th we had our soft opening and the gate has 
been open and working since that time
The bottom line is that even with change orders the final 
contract is approximately $18,000 less than the one we 
signed in July.  In July we signed a contract with a Not to 
Exceed cost of $932,000 in round numbers and today 
that value is $914,000.  Of the $914,000 contract total 
NTE, the Phase V overlay funded from the road reserve 
was $114,000 and the part to be funded by the Marquis 
Gate Reserve Special Assessment is approximately 
$800,000 less the $100,000 being provided by the 
Marsilea Villas developer.  There is still some minor 
work to be done before everything is complete but 
needless to say we are under our budget. 
So far we have spent almost $1,760,000 from March 
2004 until December 31, 2010 on the Marquis Gate 
Project with $1,238,000 of that spent in 2010.  Of the 
$1,238,000 spent on the Project this year we spent about 
$700,000 on Mitigation Credits, we have spent approxi-
mately $129,000 on engineering, $290,000 on the 
contract, and a $62,500 payment on the law suit settle-
ment. The balance was spent on various parts of the 
project including testing and legal fees.

A final report on the project will be presented once the 
contract is complete and all bills have been paid.

Perimeter Awareness Committee (Debbie Frost) –
Presented at the Jan 24 Annual Members Meeting.

Traffic Safety and Security Committee: (Will Grubb) 
W Presented at the Jan 24 Annual Members Meeting.

Violations and Fining Committee: (Will Grubb) – No 
report.
Unfinished Business:
 Attorney Search and Wingwall Advertising Policy 
(Bob Neff/Will Grubb/Debbie Frost Attorney Search 
and Wingwall Advertising Policy (Bob Neff/Will 
Grubb/Debbie Frost): The board discussed keeping the 
existing attorney or continuing to search for another 
attorney. Harlan advised the board to take the time to 
think about it between now and the next board meeting 
and make a decision then. Tabled until 2/2011.

Entrada Gate Bar Code Rules: Commercial, Business 
Owned/Rental, Government Entity Owned, and other 
Non-Resident Owned Vehicles (Tom Harruff):  The 
board discussed the Entrada Gate Bar Code Rules with 
Tom Harruff’s revision and made a decision to approve 
the Rule changes.
New Business:
Questions/Responses from Annual Meeting: 
Dennis DiDonna asked the board to consider raising the 
speed limit on Entrada Avenue. The board discussed the 
issue and decided to raise the speed limit to 25 mph.
What’s going on with the foreclosed house on 1801 
Princess Court? The house was purchased the out of 
country owners will address the exterior issues of the 
house first.
Why is the empty lot at 1805 Princess Court not kept up? 
The rules states that a vacant lot that has not been cleared 
is considered a natural lot and the owner cannot be 
forced to clear or mow. 

Collier County President’s Council: Sally Tiffany gave 
a presentation on why the Imperial Board President 
should join the Collier County President’s Council. The 
board discussed the issue and decided to make the follow 
motion.  The Board approved President Dam joining the 
Presidents Council.

Current Mailboxes: Harlan spoke about a raffle for a 
free mailbox. If you replace your mailbox with one of 
the approved ones on the Imperial website between 
January 01-2011 and April 30, 2011, your name will be 
put into a drawing in early May and if your name is 
picked, you will be reimbursed the amount you will have 
paid ASAP Mailboxes for the style mailbox you had 
them install. The Board approved the raffle.

Treasurer’s Comments:
For the month ending December 31, 2010, Imperial 
HOA was slightly over budget in terms of Profit & Loss 
performance. For the month we ran a deficit of $1600 
while we had a strong full year surplus of over $50,000. 
The primary reason for the small deficit was related to 
year-end office expenses related to year-end mailings 
regarding the Marquis Gate and new quarterly mainte-
nance fees coupon books.
We are all pleased now that the Entrada Avenue 
(Marquis Gate) is open and looks great. Related to the 
road, a check for $300,000 was paid to our general 
contractor following the engineering certification last 
week. There remains less than $95,000 to be paid on the 
contract.  The year-end accounts receivable related to 
the road was $295,670. This was a reduction of over 
$17,000 for the month. As we move into 2011 we will 
continue to actively work on reducing the road related 
receivables to zero.
Regarding the quarterly maintenance assessment, we 
met with one of the largest credit card processers, First 
Data. They handle 70% of US Visa/MC transactions and 
authorize 6.3 billion transactions annually. In the 
coming month I will be working with Kevin Gaffney to 
see how we can modernize further the Imperial HOA 
transaction system.
During the month of December, Imperial had three 
property transfers for $1500 and $17,500 for the full 
year 2010.

Resident Balances (Harlan Dam) Harlan reported that 
42 residents are delinquent on their special assessments, 
25 were already sent to the attorney. Since the end of 
December, 14 have paid, 2 were paid that were at the 
attorney which leaves 28 delinquent. Since the end of 
December, 26 residents are delinquent on their quarterly 
dues, 24 were already at the attorney 6 have paid, and 2 
were paid that were at the attorney, which leaves 20 
delinquent.

Coupon Books for Quarterly Maintenance Assess-
ment and Special Assessment (Bob Neff) All lot 
owners have been mailed coupon books unless they are 
paying by preapproved electronic transfers.  Lot owners 
will no longer be receiving quarterly invoices for 
either the Quarterly Maintenance Assessments or the 
Special Assessments.  See the chart at the back of this 
Wingwall for the schedules for these payments.

GIB Report (Tom Harruff) 
GIB Meeting Dec 16, 2010
GIB Treasurers Report – Treasurer Morani was not in 
attendance nor was there a Treasurer’s Report but the 

Financials were distributed earlier that day. The GIB was 
approximately $3,000 under budget for November and 
$28,000 for the year to date.

GIB Committee Reports:
Beautification Committee- Anne Harruff suggested that 
the speed bumps along Imperial Golf Course Boulevard 
be repainted with the inclusion of reflective arrows for 
better visibility.   Mrs. Harruff added that Santos the 
electrician remarked to her that a number of spotlights in 
the landscaping are broken and unable to be repaired.  It 
was noted that Outdoor Lighting (Kurt Shearer) gave an 
estimate to the GIB several months prior.  It was agreed 
that the landscape lighting including wiring should be a 
future project.  It was noted that a replacement Beautifi-
cation Chair was being sought if anyone had an interest 
since Anne Harruff is resigning.
GIB Entrance Sign Update:
It was noted that the sign trim molding was too large and 
was removed and new narrow trim installed, during that 
transfer stucco was damaged and needs repair. The new 
lettering should be installed Monday.
JC Marshall is the General Contractor and the GIB is 
dealing with the owner of the company as well as 
directly with Signworks of Naples and KC Tile & 
Marble who are still due some monies.  Lien releases are 
being requested from several sub-contractors. Kathy Day 
commented that another sub-contractor, Ventura, who 
worked on the stone, has yet to be located.  
Kathy Day reported that $29K was contracted on the 
sign project.  Due to the untimely departure of the 
General Contractor in Naples, JC Marshall Construction 
of Merritt Island, Fl. has requested that the GIB pay the 
balance due to them ($5908) directly to Signworks of 
Naples and KC Tiles & Marble, Inc.  
Guard House Renovation- Tom Harruff again 
expressed his concern over letting a $60K Renovation 
contract without additional bids.  Charlie Yates stated his 
agreement on the concern and felt there was pressure at 
the last meeting to make a decision quickly. Several 
representatives concurred with these opinions.  The 
representatives, except one voted, to open the Gate 
House Renovation Project to competition by getting 
other bids. Tom Harruff volunteered to prepare a list of 
requirements and desired outcomes for the guardhouse 
renovation project that can be used as a basis for 
bidding. Several names of general contractors were put 
forth to contact for consideration.A letter will be sent to 
Build LLC regarding the current status of their bid as bid 
consideration only, as a contract will not be signed at 
this time.

Rule Governing Authorized Use of Entrada (Marquis) Gate
For Entry and Exit from Imperial Golf Estates

            
            1/7/2011

The Articles of Incorporation and the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions of the Imperial Golf 
Estates Homeowners Association, Inc. give the Board of Directors the authority to promulgate and enforce reasonable 
rules and regulations for the safety, health, welfare, happiness and peace of mind of the Members of the Association.

When the Members of the Association voted to approve the Marquis Gate (now Entrada Avenue Gate) project in 2007 
they were told that the unmanned new gate to and from Livingston Road would only be accessible to authorized 
occupants of the lots in Imperial Golf Estates Phases I through V.  When the Board of Directors negotiated the settle-
ment with Milano Recreation Association and Delasol Homeowners Association to end the law suit that ensured our 
use of the right of way to Livingston Road, the same condition was duplicated in the settlement.  Only the Lot Owners 
in Imperial Golf Estates Homeowners Association are being assessed for the Entrada Avenue gate system and there-
fore will be able to be issued or purchase bar code permits to use the Entrada Avenue gate. The IGEHOA owned and 
operated new back gate system is entirely separate from the manned front gate system owned and operated by the 
Greater Imperial Board that we have all been using.

Therefore the new, unmanned Entrada Avenue back gate will only be accessible to the authorized occupants of 
the 634 lots in Imperial Golf Estates Homeowners Association Phases I through V who are issued or purchase a 
new Bar Code permit to be affixed to the side window of their personal vehicles or vehicles permanently parked 
on or within their property by the Property Manager’s Office.  An authorized bar code affixed to the window of 
your vehicle will be the only permit that will open the new gate from either side, entry into Imperial Golf 
Estates from Livingston Road/Entrada Avenue or exit from Imperial Golf Estates by Entrada Avenue/Imperial 
Circle.

No visitors, vendors, delivery vehicles, commercial vehicles (such as business owned, rented or governmental agency 
owned), public utility vehicles, other Collier County and Collier County contract service vehicles or other traffic 
except for emergency vehicles (Sheriff, Fire, EMS) and Collier County School Busses will be authorized to enter or 
leave through the new Entrada Avenue gate.  These types of visitors, vendors, delivery vehicles, commercial vehicles 
(such as business owned, rented, or governmental agency owned), etc. must still continue to use the Greater Imperial 
Board’s existing front entrance off of US 41.  The Entrada Avenue gate system will include a Bar Code operated, 
double gate system consisting of hard swinging gates with a gate arm that comes down after each vehicle proceeds 
through the swing gate, and is designed to prevent tail gating of multiple vehicles through the gate area.  Cameras will 
monitor the gate area and will capture the license numbers of all vehicles entering and leaving through the new gate 
system.  A separate personnel gate will allow for pedestrian traffic for those individuals authorized issue or purchase 
of entry permits for pedestrians.  The gate system software will track the use of gate entry bar codes and personnel 
gate passes each day.



The following rules apply to the issue or purchase of Bar Codes for vehicles and entry permits for pedestrians authorized 
to use the new unmanned Entrada Avenue Gate in Phase V:

1. Entrada Avenue Bar Codes and personnel gate passes will be issued or be available for purchase from the 
    Property Manager’s Office only to authorized occupants of the 634 lots in Imperial Golf Estates, Phase I through
    V.  Proof of ownership/residency in one of the lots in Phases I - V and proof of ownership of the specific vehicle
    that the Bar Code is affixed to shall be required to obtain Bar Codes and personnel gate passes.  
2. The Marquis Gate Special Assessment must be paid in full or quarterly payments must be current in order to
    obtain a Bar Code or personnel gate pass.  A future delinquency in paying a quarterly Marquis Gate Special
    Assessment is grounds for deactivating previously issued or purchased Entrada Avenue gate Bar Codes and
    personnel gate passes until the delinquency is resolved.
3. All Bar Codes must be affixed to the side window of your personal vehicles by the Property Manager’s Office at
    the time of purchase.  Authorized occupants include the lot owners, family members actually living with them or
    living in the property on the lot or renters of one of the Phase I - V lots with leases pre-approved by our Property
    Managers office.  No portable passes will be issued for the operation of the vehicle gate systems.  All vehicle gate
    operating system bar code passes must be affixed to the side window of an authorized vehicle.
4. Lot Owners residing part time in Imperial Golf Estates must provide proof of ownership of the property such as a Tax
    TRIM Notice of an IGEHOA property if their driver licenses and vehicles are registered in another state or at another
    address.  Florida Statute requires Florida residents to update their driver license addresses within 10 days of a change of
    address.
5. Pre-authorized renters can purchase Bar Codes for the duration of the lease period.  Bar Codes purchased by renters and
    installed on their personnel vehicles will be deactivated at the end of the lease period or if notified by the lot owner that
    they have vacated early.  A new lease with specific beginning and ending dates will be required to extend the 
    authorization of a renter’s previously purchased Bar Code at a previous lease end date.  No Bar Codes or gate passes
    will be sold to renters who do not have an approved rental application on file with the Property Manager’s Office.
6. No trailers will be allowed to use the unmanned Entrada Avenue gate.  Trailers will continue to use the front gate.
    Motorcycles will continue to use the front gate unless they have a space on the side of their vehicle that a Bar Code can
    be affixed that can be read by the bar code reader.  Both of these rules will be considered for modification as the Board
    better understands the capabilities and actual operation of the new gate operating systems.
7. Owners, residents, renters, and any other persons will be responsible for the costs for any damage they cause to the gate
    house, gates and gate systems.  The entire gate area is monitored by video surveillance and that record will be used to
    assign responsibility for damages.  Charges will be based on actual costs of the repair or a standard charge of $250 per
    incident, at the Board’s discretion. 
8. These rules will be strictly enforced to meet the requirements of the law suit settlement agreement.  Do not try 
    to obtain Bar Codes for friends or relatives not living at your lot address as driver licenses and vehicle 
    registrations must be produced to verify residency. 
9. Attempts to fraudulently obtain Bar Codes or personnel gate passes for non-authorized personnel could result 
    in denial of your use of the Entrada Avenue gate system.  

Thank you for your understanding and consideration as we enter into and better understand the capabilities and operations 
of this new, unmanned Entrada Avenue gate system.  There will be a learning curve associated with the new system and its 
capabilities that could results in some “bumps in the road” but by working together we will improve the initial operations 
and improve the health and safety of our residents through reduced response time by emergency vehicles through the 
Entrada Gate.
